Saints: 
PreK-2: St. Martha Feast day July 29th St. Martha believed in Jesus. She knew He was God and could do anything. When her brother Lazarus died, Martha told Jesus, “If only you had been here, Lord, my brother would not have died.”  When Jesus asked Martha if she believed in Him, she said yes---and Jesus raised Lazarus from the dead!

Grs. 3-5: St. Jerome Feast day September 30th. St. Jerome was born into a wealthy pagan family and studied in Rome, where he became a lawyer.  Because of his great intelligence, St. Jerome came to believe in God in his mind—but not in his heart.  After he was baptized, he began to study about God, and it was then that he finally had a true conversion.  St. Jerome then lived for years as a hermit in the Holy Land, and people said a lion lived with him.  This is why the saint is shown with a lion in most paintings.  St. Jerome became so famous for knowing Scripture that the pope asked him to help translate the Bible into Latin so that more people at that time and place could read it.  
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Grs. 6-8: St. Augustine Feast day August 28th  After St. Paul, perhaps one of the most compelling stories of conversion to faith in Christ must be that of St. Augustine.  Born of a pagan father, who became a Christian only on his deathbed, and of St. Monica, who was born and raised in the Christian faith, St. Augustine was blessed with great intelligence and burdened with an unruly heart.  Although raised in the faith of his mother, St. Augustine was not baptized and drifted away from belief in God to follow the world.  By the time he was 15, he was living with a woman outside of marriage, with whom he later had a son. St. Augustine’s keen mind led him to the famous academic centers of the pagan Roman Empire, where he taught with great success.  Unsettled in his understanding of the meaning of life, St. Augustine followed the philosophy of the Manichaeans for a time, which saw the world as a great struggle between good and evil and life in the body as something to be scorned. 
The turning point in the saint’s life finally came when, inspired by the mysterious words of a child to “take and read,” St. Augustine opened up the Bible and his heart was opened to God.  Baptized by St. Ambrose, bishop of Milan, Italy, St. Augustine fought against the heresies of the day—including Manichaeism—and became one of the most prolific writers on the Christian faith the world has ever known.  Perhaps the most quoted of his sayings is the one that best describes the profound faith of St. Augustine: “Our hearts were made for You, O Lord, and they are restless until they rest in You.”

Carry this thought in your heart as a guide for your faith journey this week.
Jeremiah 20:7-9     Matthew 16:21-27
In the Old Testament reading, Jeremiah accepts God’s call to proclaim God’s word. The prophet challenges the leaders and people of his time to live as God’s people. The people do not want to hear what Jeremiah has to say. He is met with resistance, rejection and outright persecution. Jeremiah is beaten and thrown into a sewer to die. Jeremiah cries out in anguish to God. He boldly tells God that he has had enough. But with all his suffering, Jeremiah is unable to keep God’s Word silent.
In this gospel, Jesus tells his disciples that he must suffer and die. Jesus tells his friends that his suffering and death will lead to new life. Peter does not like what he hears. He does not understand about the events to come.
Jesus tells his disciples that they too will have a cross to bear. This passage tells us that anyone who wishes to follow Jesus must deny his very self, take up his cross, and follow in the footsteps of Jesus. And in the final judgment, Jesus promises everlasting reward for those who remain faithful to him.

The Cross in the Life of the Disciple
As followers of Jesus we are called to follow his example and accept a share in the cross. The cross, an ancient method of suffering and death, is also a sign of victory over death and new life for the Christian.
Suffering is part of life. Our faith tells us that when we suffer we can find strength in the power of God who lifted Jesus from the cross. John Paul II writes that Jesus takes our suffering and changes it to strength. Jesus keeps those who are hurting close to him.
Catholics believe that through the experience of suffering and the cross we are led into the kingdom of God. The Paschal Mystery consists of Christ’s passion, death, and resurrection. Through suffering and death there is the resurrection. In the Paschal Mystery of Christ, we believe that God has taken death upon the cross and turned it into our salvation.
Sacrament Connection
In the sacrament of Confirmation the Holy Spirit strengthens us to live as disciples of Jesus. Living as a follower of Jesus can be difficult at times. The gifts of the Holy Spirit give us the courage and strength we need to carry our crosses and continue the mission of Jesus on earth.
