spelling of a word, and spelling will count on tests and homework « Write

complete sentences (including subject, predicate,
correct punctuation, and capitalization)

« Use handwriting lines properly (i.e. letters fit on the line, not too big or
too small)

+ When your child is reading, he/she should know to pause at the
punctuation instead of reading through it

» Your child should also know all of the letter sounds including long and
short vowel sounds

into the 2nd grade as smooth as possible.
